Level 1 and Level 2 : board assigned

Level 1 

· 70% on the CABO/IAABO/NATIONAL FEDERATION EXAM (there are still boards in Ontario which do not have any FIBA games) 

· quote from material provided by Ted Montgomery last year “Active officials with a years experience and training by their local board should be Level 1”

      -    new officials 

Level 2

· 80% on the CABO/IAABO/NATIONAL FEDERATION EXAM

· Here there is a big gap to quote from material “All officials whom OABO or the local board would consider to have been assigned provincial tournaments should be a Level 2 official”

· That could be OFSAA, OB.  Doesn’t talk about a gold or a bronze game. Again this designation is up to the local board

Level 3

· 86% on the CABO/IAABO/NATIONAL FEDERATION EXAM

· quote from material “level 3 will still be a provincial responsibility but will be aimed more at officials under consideration for, or with experience at, national tournaments”

· another fairly big gap between level 2 and 3

· Its this level of official that would be working at the OCAA level and OUA level

· These user groups/specific tournaments/national tournaments may come to require a “specific” level before applying for that competition

· This group is the inspired official.  Working a high level of competition and definitely wants to advance.  They’re going to camps and looking to advance. 

· *****At the Presidents Meeting, Jim Walsh President of Cabo also added must have officiated a tournament using 3 Person Mechanics.  This last prerequisite is under review.  

Level 4

· 86% on the CABO/IAABO/NATIONAL FEDERATION EXAM

· Names are recommended to OABO

· OABO recommends to CABO

· National level official working Canadian Championships at the college, university and player development levels like U15, U17, etc.

Level 5

· FIBA International experience.

· Officials like Dawna, Nadine and Rich
